Los adjetivos comparativos en inglés

son adjetivos que se usan para hacer una comparacion entre dos sustantivos
Por ejemplo:

The blue shirt is better than the green shirt.

La camisa azul es mejor que la camisa verde.

This book is longer than that one.

Este libro es mas largo que aquel.

Hay dos clases grandes de adjetivos comparativos: los irregulares y los regulares.
Adjetivos irregulares. Empecemos con los pocos adjetivos que se consideran irregulares.

Adjetivo Adjetivo comparativo
Good better

(bueno) (mejor)

Bad worse

(malo) (peor)

Far further - farther
(lejos) (mas lejos)

Little less

(poco) (menos)

Adjetivos regulares

Ahora veamos como formar los adjetivos comparativos regulares, que se pueden dividir en dos
categorias: los adjetivos cortos y los adjetivos largos.

Adjetivos cortos
Hay varias reglas que hay que seguir para formar los adjetivos comparativos.
* Regla 1: Si un adjetivo tiene una silaba, agrega el sufijo -er al final.

short shorter
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* Regla 2: Si un adjetivo termina en la secuencia [consonante, vocal, consonante],
duplica la ultima consonante antes de aplicar la regla.

Wet wetter

e Regla 3: Si un adjetivo termina en -e, agrega -r al final.
Large larger
* Regla 4: Si un adjetivo tiene dos silabas y termina en -y, cambia lay a i y agrega el
sufijo -er al final.

Haciendo comparaciones con los adjetivos comparativos

Formula para hacer comparaciones

objeto 1 + forma conjugada de to-be (is-are-am) + adjetivo comparativo + than + objeto 2
