PASADO PROGRESIVO O CONTINUO

Este tiempo se utiliza para decir que una accion fue realizada en el pasado. Siempre van
acompafado de verbo to be en pasado was —were y el verbo con ING al final.

Ejemplo: | was writing a tale

Yo estuve escribiendo un cuento

You were visiting Europe

Tu estuviste visitando Europa

1.- Reglas para formar el pasado progresivo

A todos los verbos se les debe agregar al final ING
Ejemplos:

watch / watching (ver / viendo)
speak / speaking (hablar / hablando)
pay / paying (pagar / pagando)

eat / eating (comer / comiendo)

do / doing (hacer / haciendo)

2.- Verbos que terminan en letra “-e”

Verbos que terminen en la letra "-e€" se les va a quitar esta letra y agregar terminacion "-ing":
Ejemplos:

have / having (tener / teniendo)

write / writing (escribir / escribiendo)

dance / dancing (bailar / bailando)

drive / driving (conducir / conduciendo)

smile / smiling (sonreir / sonriendo)

3.- Casos especificos

Verbos en donde se dobla la consonante final y se agrega terminacion "-ing" (casos
concretos):

Ejemplos:




run / running (correr / corriendo)
swim / swimming (nadar / nadando)
stop / stopping (detener / deteniendo)
plan / planning (planear / planeando)

Nota: De estos ejemplos se podria pensar que todos aquellos verbos que terminen en vocal +
consonante se tiene que seguir esta graméatica pero esto no es necesariamente cierto, ahi

estan los verbos “speak”, “pay” & “eat” que tienen esa caracteristica pero no se sigue la regla
sino la general.

Ejemplos:

Speak / Speaking (hablar / hablando)
Pay / paying (pagar / pagando)
Eat / Eating (comer / comiendo)

Oraciones:

They were eating a delicious dessert

Ello estuvieron comiendo un delicioso postre
Claudia was buying a hat

Claudia estuvo comprando un sombreo

You were drinking wine

Tu estuviste tomando vino
