COUNTABLE AND UNCOUNTABLE NOUNS

When we talk about food, we differentiate between countable and uncountable nouns.

PLURAL Two bananas Meat

Carton (s) Bag (s)

Some/any

Cuando hablamos de somey any en realidad hablamos de determinantes de cantidad, pero vale la
pena que los repasemos aqui. Some'y any tiene un uso paralelo, al significar algo de o nada segun sea
la oracion negativa o afirmativo o interrogativa.

- Con nombres no contables = algo de/nada de
e [ don't drink any wine — No bebo nada de vino
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e There is some cheese in the kitchen. - Hay algo de queso en la cocina.
- Con nombres contables = algin/algunos/ningunos/ningin/
e She doesn't have any sweets. - Ella no tiene ningun caramelo.
e There are some expensive houses on this street. - Hay algunas casas caras en esta calle.

Expresar cantidades grandes: a lot, very, much...
Este tipo de determinantes y adverbios de cantidad se usan para expresar el concepto de mucho.

A lot of

Como determinante se usa con sustantivos que sean tanto contables como no contables. Normalmente
en frases afirmativas.

- | like to eat a lot of vegetables — Me gusta comer muchas verduras.

Como adverbio significa mucho y su uso tiene pocas restricciones.

- | like you a lot — Me gustas mucho

Much/many

Usaremos uno y otro segun sea el nombre que queramos determinar. Much es para no contables y
many para contables.

- She knows so much Spanish — Ella sabe mucho espafiol

- She has many friends — Ella tiene muchos amigos.

Very

Es este un adverbio que expresa muy y lo podemos encontrar cuantificando a adjetivos usualmente.
- Sandra is very clever. - Sandra es muy lista.

Expresar cantidades pequenas. A little, a few, less

A little

Lo usamos junto a sustantivos no contables para indicar poca cantidad de algo.
- Laura knows a little Spanish. - Laura sabe un poco de espanol.

Como adverbio, expresa poco.

- Laura knows Barcelona a little. - Laura conoce Barcelona un poco.

A few

Expresa una cantidad pequefa de un sustantivo contable.

- If you need some pencils, | have a few. - Si necesitas algunos lapices, tengo unos pocos.

THERE IS/ THERE ARE

Se usa THERE IS para singular e no contables:
There is water in that bottle.
There is a portrait in the wall.

Se usa THERE ARE para el plural:
There are some birds
There are many people in the party.

THERE IS se contrae quedando THERE'S:
There’s a house next to the river.
THERE ARE no se contrae.

There is y there are para singular y plural

Usamos there is para singular (y para cosas no contables). Por ejemplo:
There is a dog in the park.

There is a man at the door.

There is a gas station down the street.

There is a bus stop on the corner.

There’s some wine in the bottle.

Ejemplos de “there are” para plurales
Usamos there are con sustantivos en plural.
There are three bottles of beer in the fridge.
There are six cats in the living room.

There are several shops on this street.
There are some people outside.

There’re two new students in class.

***: jPeople es plural! En singular, se dice person.
