As a teenager, my future and that of the whole world scares me. | try not to think about it too much —

| believe that it’s not a constructive habit beyond assessing what | want for myself. | feel more confident
about my own future because | have faith in my abilities, have a strong support network, and live in a
country that offers great opportunities to grow. When | think about what might actually happen in the next
ten years, | quite easily have a rough idea of what my life will be. But, when considering the future of the
world, I'm not so sure what will happen. There are so many factors to look into — various issues like climate
change, hunger, poverty, environment, food, health, terrorism, peace and security, and so on. Also, with
the current pace of technology, we can't always ‘learn’ about certain things.

CAUSAS Y CONSECUENCIAS DEL BULLYING O ACOSO ESCOLAR: UNA MIRADA
INTEGRAL

El acoso escolar, conocido también como bullying, es una forma especifica de violencia reiterada que se
ejerce hacia una victima dentro y fuera del entorno educativo, y que puede manifestarse de manera fisica,
verbal o psicoldgica. Este fendmeno no se limita a las aulas, ya que puede extenderse al barrio o al entorno
digital a través del ciberacoso, lo que agrava su impacto.

Causas del acoso escolar

La base del acoso reside en un aprendizaje social de la agresion, cominmente adquirido por observacion e
imitacion. Los nifios y adolescentes aprenden conductas agresivas al observar modelos violentos en su
entorno familiar, escolar o mediatico. Cuando estas conductas son reforzadas —ya sea con atencion, risas o
aceptacion social—, tienden a repetirse y consolidarse.

El bullying responde tanto a causas emocionales como instrumentales. En muchos casos, el agresor presenta
dificultades para gestionar emociones como la frustracion o la ira. A la vez, el acoso puede tener una
motivacion calculada: obtener estatus, control o aceptacion dentro del grupo. Estos comportamientos suelen
verse reforzados por el entorno (docentes, pares, familias) de manera activa o pasiva.

Bandura (1975) identifica varios reforzadores de la agresion, entre ellos recompensas tangibles, validacion
social, deshumanizacién de la victima y justificaciones morales que permiten al agresor percibirse como
legitimo.

Consecuencias del bullying

El bullying vulnera derechos fundamentales como la educacion y la proteccion. Sus consecuencias afectan
no solo a la victima, sino también al agresor, a los testigos y a la comunidad escolar.

Las victimas pueden desarrollar trastornos de ansiedad, depresion, baja autoestima, aislamiento y, en casos
graves, pensamientos suicidas. Por su parte, los agresores también experimentan efectos negativos, como
desajustes emocionales, dificultades de adaptacion y problemas legales. Algunos incluso alternan los roles
de victima y agresor.




Los testigos tampoco son inmunes. Pueden sufrir sentimientos de culpa, impotencia y pérdida de empatia si
no actuan frente al abuso. A nivel institucional, el acoso escolar deteriora el clima educativo y repercute
negativamente en la calidad de la ensefianza y la convivencia escolar.

Perfil de la victima y contexto social

No existe un perfil Gnico de victima: cualquier nifio, nifia o adolescente puede serlo. Sin embargo, en
contextos donde impera la discriminacién —racismo, homofobia, machismo, capacitismo—, ciertos grupos
resultan mas vulnerables. También pueden ser blanco de acoso aquellos estudiantes que sobresalen
académica, social o deportivamente debido a celos o rivalidades mal gestionadas.

Por tanto, es fundamental que las acciones preventivas consideren el contexto social y cultural. EI bullying
no solo refleja dindmicas personales, sino también estructuras sociales mas amplias de exclusion y violencia
simbdlica.

Prevencion del acoso escolar

La prevencion comienza con la educacion en valores como el respeto, la paz y la tolerancia desde la infancia.
Fomentar la participacion activa del estudiantado en la defensa de sus derechos y en la construccion de una
convivencia positiva es esencial.

Las estrategias mas efectivas implican a toda la comunidad educativa: alumnado, familias, docentes y
personal de apoyo. La figura del coordinador de proteccion escolar es clave para implementar protocolos,
detectar casos, intervenir y denunciar si es necesario.

Asimismo, promover el pensamiento critico sobre discriminacion, estereotipos y discursos de odio permite
construir entornos escolares mas seguros y justos.

Una fecha para la reflexién y la accion

Cada 2 de mayo se celebra el Dia Internacional contra el Bullying, una fecha para sensibilizar, visibilizar el
problema y promover soluciones. Es una oportunidad para que las instituciones educativas desarrollen
actividades que movilicen a toda la comunidad hacia una cultura de respeto, solidaridad y proteccion.
